Brother Eugene Lappin, Chair-
man of the Language Department
here, is celebrating his 25th Anni-
versary as a Christian Brother.
Brother Gene is originally from
Brooklyn, New York, where he
attended Bishop Loughlin High
School. He left there to enter the

Brother Gene entered Catholic
University in 1954 as a French
major. He graduated in 1958
Summa Cum Laude, and a mem-
ber of the Phi Beta Kappa Honors
Society. His first assignment was
to La Salle Academy in Provi-
dence, Rhode Island, where he
taught from 1958-1960. Brother
Gzne returned to Catholic Univer-
sity for one year to get his mas-
ter’s degree in French.

Between 1961 and 1970, Brother
Gene was in Ethiopia. He spent
1961 to 1667 at St. Joseph’s in
Addis Ababa, which means ‘“new
flower.” He set up a language lab
and toqk charge of the Ethiopian
School Leaving Certificate Exam-
inations.
